The EV Project has expanded in scope since the original award and is now expected to cover approximately 10,000 charging stations to over 14,000 charging stations nationally to support over 8,000 plug in electric vehicles (Nissan LEAF and Chevrolet Volts) Funds can be used for training to support BEV’s, BEV purchases and/or charging station installation. Funding designed for manufacturers, but requires a partnership with local utilities and cities.  PGE and Pacific Power are the utility partner on this private-sector led application.  In Oregon, the project is focused on deployment of approximately 1,100 publicly accessible charging stations in the following metropolitan regions in the Willamette Valley- Portland, Salem/Keizer, Corvallis/Albany and Eugene.  The project will primarily include installation of Level 2 (208/240V) charging stations and a limited number of DC Fast Charge stations (480V).
